Continue towards
Es Capdella, a pretty village enclosed by the rugged Serra de Tramuntana mountain range, and then Port d’Andratx, where
terracotta-roofed villas dot the rolling hillsides. As the day draws to a close, pull up in Santa Ponsa and hand back the car
keys before saying 'salud! over a glass of chilled cava.

Accompanied by a guide, you’ll first
explore the historic Monaco City quarter. Check out incredible buildings like the Prince’s Palace of Monaco, the
Oceanographic Museum of Monaco and—of course—the Romanesque Cathedral of Our Lady Immaculate. Visit verdant
gardens and picture-perfect squares. Enjoy a coffee from an artisan café, sunlight warming your face. You’ll then drive
over to the Monte Carlo quarter to experience the famous Casino de Monte-Carlo, a gilded monument of marble and
bronze.

As you wander through this extraordinary ecosystem, you’ll see flamingos and ospreys against a backdrop of
glistening salt hills. Oater, head to the family-run Finca Treurer, a centuries-old estate that produces award-winning extra-
virgin olive oil. Learn about their sustainable farming methods and sample the bitter, peppery olive oil with some delicious
tapas and a glass of wine.

Olive Oil, Yoga and Brunch

Visit LA Organic, a ten-hectare olive farm where you’ll be guided through the sun-dappled plantation. Next, visit the
estate’s a/mazara (mill) for an olive oil tasting and learn to distinguish between varieties. Later, centre body and mind with
a rejuvenating yoga class under a canopy of trees, in the warmth of the sun and beautiful surroundings. After a guided
meditation, relax over a sumptuous brunch amidst the ancient olive trees.
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Wine Tasting at the Rondaia Estate

Journey to the UNESCO-listed Serra de Tramuntana mountain range for a warm welcome at the family-run Rondaia wine
estate. Your hosts will share the history of Rondaia, which means ‘fable’, and guide you through their thriving vineyards,
whose yields include Malvasia and Shiraz grapes. You’ll also find fragrant orange groves, shady woodland and the unique
irrigation system of ‘inland seas’, which draws water from a mine in Palma. Then, take time to relax over some local
delicacies paired with the estate’s highly prized wines.

Accessible Barcelona highlights

Immerse yourself in bright, vibrant Barcelona during this accessible experience. Your day begins at the unfinished Sagrada
Familia church designed by Antoni Gaudi. Witness the glorious Gothic interior and discover its fascinating past. After
this, you’ll head down the buzzing Passeig de Gracia avenue — healthily populated by architectural gems and cultural
intrigue. Pause to take it all in (and take some photos) in the luxurious Placa de Catalunya. Then, continue through the
web of sun-kissed stone streets, visiting the Gothic and Jewish Quarters and the dazzling Cathedral.
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
